The prize was in recognition of Sen’s

contribution to the study of famines. Sen was born in

Shantiniketan in 1933. He was named ‘Amartya’—‘The one who

deserves immortality’ by Rabindranath Tagore.

More than five million people

had died. He had seen people dying in front of his house. It made

him think about the cause of famine. “When I took on the famine

work in a formal way thirty years later, I was still haunted by the

memories of the period”, he said.
